 Approximately sixty (60) small glass beads 

 Eight (8) inches of wire 

 One (1) charm 

 Pencil 

 Pliers (optional) 

 Wire cutters (optional) 
 

 
 
 
Instructions: 
 

1. Unbend your wire.  

2. String the charm about one inch (1”) onto the wire (Fig. 1). Secure the charm by bending 

the wire over the charm, and twisting it around itself, as seen in Fig. 2.  

3. String the beads, in any pattern, onto the wire (Fig. 3).  

4. Once all the beads are strung, wrap the wire twice around the tip of a pencil (Fig. 4), 

creating a small loop as seen in Fig. 5.  

5. Wrap remaining wire around itself (Fig 6). Crimp sharp edges down. Alternatively, cut 

wire and crimp sharp edges down.  

6. Wrap the entire piece around your pencil, creating a spiral (Fig. 7).
